
The designated premises supervisor for the premises shall be removed and replaced 

When the premises is trading at least one of the members of staff on duty will be first aid trained 

and the licence holder will have available for use a working bleed kit whenever licensable activities 

are carried on from the premises. 

The premises will operate a vulnerability policy. This policy will be available to any of the responsible 
authorities on request. 

The premises will operate a dispersal policy. This policy will be made available to any of the 
responsible authorities on request. 

The doors to the premises will be locked to the outside and customers will only be allowed access to 

the premises after speaking with staff at the premises via an intercom and then passing through a 

staff-controlled door. The area around the front door will be covered by the premises CCTV system. 

All drinks supplied will be decanted into glasses. No bottles or other containers will be in the 

customer area of the premises. 

The premises will only re-open when all the measures are in place.
