Article 8 – Regulatory and Non Executive Committees 
 

This Article sets out details with regard to Regulatory and Non-Executive Committees, 
which are not part of the Executive functions and neither are they part of the Scrutiny 
arrangements. 
 
Chairs of these committees are appointed by the Full Council and Deputy Chairs are 
elected by each committee at its first meeting, for the purpose of substitution for the Chair 
if absent. 
 
8.1  Regulatory Committees 

 
LICENSING AND PUBLIC PROTECTION COMMITTEE 

 

Functions 
 

(a) To exercise the powers and duties of the Council with regard to licensing 
matters and, in particular, to: 

 

(i) exercise and enforce the Council’s local licensing powers; 
 
(ii) issue, renew or otherwise control any licences issued to any 

authorised caravan site(s); and 
 
(iii) approve the appearance and design of signs displayed in Hackney 

Carriages. 
 

(b) To exercise the licensing, regulatory and registration powers and duties of 
the Council under all relevant legislation relating to these matters. 

 

 

(c) To exercise the powers and duties of the Council with regard to public 
protection matters which are non-executive functions and, in particular, to: 

 
(i) be accountable for working conditions in offices, shops and railway 

premises and in factories;  
 

(ii) exercise the powers and duties of the Council under all relevant 
legislation and relating to the non-executive functions of the 
Committee.
